Home At Last (HAL) – Offers a permanent supportive 
housing program for the chronically homeless 
persons with disabilities.  The Mission provides 
housing and case management services, as well 
as significant street outreach to the growing 
homeless population in the area, including a sig-
nificant Veterans segment. 

The Micah Center – The Center provides a place to 
meet the day needs of the homeless, by provid-
ing resources and assistance with hygiene, mail, 
and other needs.
